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} International tensions in the Mexican-USA border 
are not a new phenomenon. 

} In this context, the main cities along the Mexican-
USA border in both sides have felt an increase in 
their interdependence regarding economic 
activities.

} We contend that the development of cross-border 
tourism initiatives is a viable path towards the 
creations of hybrid socioeconomic relationships. 



} In recent years, the phenomenon of cross-
border tourism has been given some 
attention in the research literature. 

} However, the obstacles or inhibitors of cross-
border tourism development, such as the 
growth of homeland security policies and of 
international tensions as a consequence of 
emigration, terrorism and drug dealers', 
(Lagiewski and Revelas, 2002; Nielsen and Billing, 
2006). 



} Cross-border issues have been given more 
attention when dealing with the benefits of 
collaboration between neighbouring countries 
in terms of economic and social profits.

} Dallen and Butler (1995) and Dallen (1995) 
analyse cross-border activities as generators 
of tourism, where public and private initiatives 
are determinants of economic development in 
terms of shopping and gaming attraction poles 
and international enclaves
