Our goal
is to have active involvement of every community in Canada by the year 2000.

Peace Parks across Canada has just begun, but will grow as a living legacy. On the U.N. International Day of
Peace - the third Tuesday of September, every year - we encourage municipalities across Canada to dedicate an
existing park as a ‘‘place of peace’’.
